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The Data
Each artifact was scored by two different members 
of the Community of Practice using the new rubric. 
In 29% of the cases, the gap between the scores 
was greater than one so a third member was used. 

The Rubric
During a workshop in March, faculty from Political 
Science and History courses adapted the VALUE 
Rubric for Civic Engagement for ILO 2.6 Civic 

Responsibility. The revised rubric uses a four-point 
scale to score five criteria. Further revisions were 

made after gathering feedback from the Community 
of Practice for Civic Responsibility. All community 

of practice rubrics can be accessed on the 
Lindenwood University General Education website.

The Sample

A stratified random sample of 103 artifacts from 
Political Science (PS15500) and History 

(HIST11300) courses (Fall 2020) were collected 
from Canvas. Of these, three were used for 
norming and 100 were used for scoring. 
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
